Information for Joshua Israel Trip 

Dear parents, here is a little info that I thought you might find helpful in regards to where we will be staying, what flights we are on, and how to get in contact with your child.  In case of an emergency or to get in contact with your student you can leave messages at the hotels we will be staying at during the trip (see attached hotel document list for dates we will be there and phone numbers, also I would suggest you leave the message in my name as I will be checking every night at the hotels to see if any messages have come in) or call my Hume office number at 559 305-7658 and leave a message for me as I will try and check it everyday.  
Just a reminder when making phone calls, while we are in Israel we are 10 hours ahead of Pacific Standard Time in California.   Cell phones are very expensive (usually around 3 -4 dollars a minute) so I will be giving students an Israeli phone card when we get to Israel for calling home.  They will be sharing the card with a few other students but this will give them the opportunity to at least chat with you for a few minutes during the trip.  Just a word of caution I have found in the past that even though I encourage the students to call they are not always the best at following through, so do not be alarmed if you don’t receive calls from them.  Also we might not be able to buy them until a day or two into the trip so keep that in mind.  As far as e mail most of the time it is very expensive and your student will not always have access so don’t plan on this as a reliable way of communication.   My plan is to pay for an internet provider while I am there and try and keep the Joshua website updated every day www.joshuawilderness.org  as well as 5 to 6 twitter updates (you can subscribe to our twitter account or just follow on the tool bar on the blog page).   We are planning to upload pictures as well as a blog each evening so you can follow along with our journey through the Holy Land.   Again due to time frame and our ability to get to internet don’t be concerned if the website is not updated every day as we will do our best

Finally safety is of utmost priority and we will make sure everyone is safe.  No doubt as you watch CNN and other news you will hear about issues in the Gaza strip and other Palestinian controlled areas.  These areas always have issues just like we have problems in some of our bad places in the US.   All that said we will not be anywhere near any of these locations and our tour agency is based in Israel and has a good handle on the situation as they run tours every week through the holy sites.  I am excited for you to hear the stories from your students when we return and to see what God has planned as he once again provided the means for all the students and staff to go on this trip.
